Deep Springs CC Men's Invitational  
Contested at Deep Springs CC, Stoneville, NC 

 
 
 
Dear Friends,  
  
Deep Springs Country Club will be hosting a two day, Stroke Play Invitational on July 23rd and 
July 24th 2011. This event will follow the format of individual stroke play and the field will be 
flighted after the first round of competition. The total number of flights will be determined by 
the total number of players participating in the event. Payoff amounts may change due to size 
of field and number of players in each flight.  
 
Deep Springs Country Club is an Ellis Maples designed golf course which initially opened for 
play as a 9 hole course in 1971. A second nine holes were constructed shortly thereafter and 
opened for play in 1978. A golfer playing Deep Springs Country Club will enjoy the challenges 
of a Championship style golf course as well as the signature "Ellis Maples" large greens, and 
an exquisite opportunity to traverse the bermuda grass covered terrains found right here in 
the Piedmont region of North Carolina.  
 
Upon paying an entry fee of $100 per player, entrants in the event will have the opportunity to 
play 3 rounds of golf at Deep Springs Country Club. Two of the rounds will be during the 
competition on Saturday, July 23rd and Sunday, July 24th.  Your entry fee will also include a 
practice round which may be scheduled any day prior to the event. In addition, there will be no 
extra charge for warm-up range balls when used prior to your starting time on the days of 
competition. An additional cart rental fee of $30 will be required on Saturday morning which 
will cover your usage of the cart for Saturday's and Sunday's rounds. An additional $15 cart 
rental fee will be required when playing your practice round.  Flight winners will be presented 
with golf shop Gift Certificates in the following values, 1st place = $500, 2nd place = $300 and 
3rd place - $150.  Entrants will also be competing in closest-to-the-pin contests on each of 
the par 3's during both days of competition.  
 
Starting times for Saturday's 1st round will be available between 8:00 am and 1:30 p.m. 
Requests for times and/or playing partners for Saturday's 1st round will be accepted, and 
every effort will be made to grant the received requests. Sunday's 2nd round tee times will be 
assigned based on the results of round 1. The flights with the highest scores will start first and 
the Championship flight with the lowest scores will start last (tee times in the early afternoon) 
Requests for times and playing partners will not be accepted in regards to Sunday's Round 2.  
 
In resurrecting this event from a 30 year period of dormancy, we strive to attract a top notch 
field of some of the area's top amateur golfers. I am asking for your help with distributing the 
tournament information to the members of your club. If you could also post a copy of the entry 
form in a common area of you club where members may be accustomed to seeing bulletins, I 
would greatly appreciate it.

July 23 and July 24, 2011  

 
FORMAT:   36 Holes, Individual Stroke Play. Three available divisions: the Open Division, the 
Senior Division (Age 60 - 69) and the Super Senior Division (Age 70 & over).  Players will be 
flighted after round 1 based on their round 1 scores. The total number of flights will be 
determined based on the total number of entrants in the field. Payoff amounts may change due 
to the size of the field and number of players in each flight.  
 
SCHEDULE: Anytime between now and Friday, July 22, 2011. Complimentary Practice 
Round - a cart rental fee of $15 will be required when playing your practice round. Call the Pro 
Shop, 336-427-0950 to schedule your practice round starting time.  
Saturday, July 23-Round 1 competition starting times between 8:00 am & 1:30 pm  
Sunday, July 24 - Round 2 competition-starting times between 8:00 am & 1:30 pm     
Times assigned based on flight groupings and Round 1 scores.  Recognition of flight   
winners and overall champion upon completion of the 2nd round.  
 
ENTRY FEE: $100.00 per player which includes 3 rounds of golf and range balls on 
competition days. An additional cart rental fee of $30 will be required which will cover the cart 
usage for Saturday's and Sunday's rounds.  
 
DIVISIONS: There will be four divisions of competition.  
The Open Division is open to any player who wishes to compete for the overall Championship 
from the Black tee markers. Players must be 18 years of age or older by July 23rd.  
The Senior Division is open to any player who is between 60 and 69 years of age as of 
July 23rd. This division will play from the yellow tee markers.  
The Super Senior Division is to any player who is 70 years of age or older as of July 23rd.  
This division will play from the yellow tee markers.  
The Professionals Division is open to Club Pros and assistant professionals in the 
surrounding area.  
 
The field is limited to the first 144 players with completed entry forms and paid entry 
fees.  
 
PRIZES: Prizes will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers in each flight.  Prizes 
will be issued in the form of Pro Shop gift certificates. 1st = $500; 2nd = $300 and 3rd $150.
